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Even if you think you are not in a disaster-prone
area, something like a chemical tanker truck over-
turning can prevent you and your employees from
getting to your facility.

Even if a flood doesn’t put your business under
water, customers and supplies may not be able to
get to you.

Power outages, brown-outs or surges can affect
your daily business operations.

Many disasters, like wind storms, tornadoes and
earthquakes, can strike quickly and with littlenor
warning.

The American Red Cross lllinois Capital Area
Chapter offers the Business Emergency Planning
Alliance (BEPA) to facilitate emergency
preparedness and planning for area business and
industry.

BEPA was formed in order to assist local businesses

and industry in preparing for, responding to, and
recovering from business interruptions resulting
from natural or man-made disasters, information
technology failures, terrorist attacks, medical
emergencies, and other crisis events.
